A six month parish pre-registration is required before
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Ten days ago the architect for our vestibule told me that
February 18 the final plans go to Fairfax County for
approval. The process is four to six months. Once we have
received approval from the County construction will begin.
I hope to have the final drawings on display in Hannan Hall
in the near future. I am told construction is a four-month
process.

Some of our parishioners have asked about tickets to see
Pope Benedict when he visits Washington Nationals
Stadium April 16™. Although we have not received any
final details, the following is what we know:

1. There will be a limited number of tickets available. The
tickets allocated to the Arlington Diocese will be distributed
mostly through the parishes.

2. Persons who attend the Papal Mass will need to submit
identification for security checks prior to the event. The
tickets will not be transferable. If one is unable to attend,
the tickets must be returned.

3. To fairly distribute the tickets available, the parish will
distribute the tickets via a lottery. Those selected will
receive 2 tickets. Once selected, the names and security
information must be provided for the two members of the
family attending.

4. Those interested in attending must be aware that the
Mass is scheduled for 11:00 AM. The stadium will open at
6:00 AM. No one will be admitted after 10:00 AM. There
is no parking available and attendees are encouraged to take
the metro and arrive early.

Anyone interested in attending the Papal Mass should print
your name, address and phone number on a 3x5 card and
drop the card at the parish office. Please, only one card per
registered family. You must be registered at Queen of
Apostles to be eligible. All cards must be submitted to the
parish office prior to February 27™. Those selected will be
contacted with further information.

If families are unable to go to the Papal Mass and want to
see Pope Benedict XVI in person, consider venturing into
D.C. and staking out a spot along Pope Benedict’s route.
