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Congratulations to all of our First Penance recipients this past Saturday
and next Saturday! Confession is a tremendous sacrament that not only
wipes away sins, but gives us strength to overcome temptation. It is the
medicine that not only cures the illness, but also strengthens one to
remain healthy.

In the Catholic Church there are many devotions — prayers with a
particular focus. The Rosary is one that most know well. As many of
our parishioners try to pray the Rosary daily, there are a few other
devotions that we, at Queen of Apostles, employ often: Exposition/
Adoration of Jesus in the Holy Eucharist; the Vocations Crucifix; and
during Lent, the Stations of the Cross.

We have Eucharistic Exposition and Adoration every Thursday evening,
every First Friday, and — during Lent — every week Monday through
Friday from 7am-8:30am. Why do we expose Jesus in the Host?
Though Jesus is really present in the Hosts in the tabernacle and we
should visit Him often in the church, we are sensible beings. The senses
can help — or hinder — us in our prayers. The sense of sight can help us
very much to focus in our prayer. When the Host is exposed, we can
look at Jesus and just be quiet with Him! It is a welcome change to a
noisy world. It can help us to focus our adoration. This help to pray well
is why in many parishes Eucharistic Exposition/Adoration is many times
each week! For those who already take advantage of Adoration times,
thank you. For those who have not been to Adoration, please consider
doing so during Lent. It need not be long, perhaps only a few minutes at
first. But, the more you do it, the more you will long to be with your
God Who has made you for Himself!

The Vocations Crucifix has been a devotion at Queen of Apostles for
many years. It is given to a family/individual at the end of one Mass
each Sunday. During the following week, the family prays for an
increase of vocations to the priesthood and consecrated life from our
parish and our families. Again, the sense of sight is employed to help us
focus on our prayers as the Crucifix is set prominently in the house. The
Crucifix is a reminder of Jesus’ love for us and what our sins cost Him.
The Crucifix is also a reminder that a priest is called to be another Christ
as a consecrated woman is called to be Jesus’ bride. If your family has
not had the opportunity to have the Vocations Crucifix, please consider
signing up for it in the back of the church.

Thank you to everyone — and there are many — who are coming to
Stations of the Cross every Friday evening at 7pm during Lent! The
Stations of the Cross were established by St. Francis of Assisi in the
1200s for those who are not able to go to the Holy Land to make the
actual Stations of Jesus’ journey to Calvary. It is our way of ‘walking’
with Our Lord along His Way of the Cross. With each Station we focus
on Jesus’ particular suffering. It helps us to realize that He has gone
through every type of suffering that we endure. He can identify with us
and we can identify with Him! The Stations employ our sense of sight as
well. The Stations are visible images of Jesus’ Passion and Death. They
help us to pray. If you have not had the opportunity to attend the Stations
of the Cross, please consider doing so. An individual can make the
Stations of the Cross at any time in a Catholic Church.
