It has been a tradition for many years at Queen of
Apostles to have Forty Hours Devotion during Lent. If
we think of the three spiritual activities during Lent —
prayer, penance and almsgiving — Forty Hours aids us
in our prayerful preparation for Good Friday and
Easter. Forty Hours Devotion is 40 continuous hours
of Eucharistic Exposition and Adoration wherein a
parish as a whole spends time with Jesus in the
Eucharist. Though we, as individuals, are not able to
stay for 40 continuous hours in adoration, we do so as
a parish by individuals spending a particular hour(s)
with Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. It is a devotion
popularized by St. Philip Neri in Rome in 1550 and
has continued throughout the Catholic world ever
since, often yearly in parishes.

This year we will have our Forty Hours Devotion
beginning Sunday, March 9 at 5pm with Solemn
Vespers (Evening Prayer of the Church) and
concluding on Tuesday, March 11, with Mass at 7:30
pm. There also will be Mass on Monday, March 10, at
7:30pm. ON MONDAY, MARCH 10 AND
TUESDAY, MARCH 11, THERE WILL BE NO
6:30 A.M. MASS.

As we have embarked upon the year of St. Paul, the
meditations on each evening will focus upon Paul, the
Convert, Paul, the Missionary and Paul, the
Theologian. Our guest celebrant and preacher for our
closing Mass of Forty Hours will be Fr. Anthony
Chandler, Vicar General for the Archdiocese of the
Military Services. Fr. Chandler is a frequent celebrant
and homilist at the Basilica of the National Shrine of
the Immaculate Conception. It will be a joy and
education to have him at Queen of Apostles.
