It has been a practice at Queen of Apostles to have a yearly parish
mission during Lent. This year will be no different. Beginning on
Sunday, March 15™ at 7:00 pm, Sr. Joseph Andrew of the Dominican
Sisters of Mary, Mother of the Eucharist, will give our parish mission.
Sr. Joseph Andrew is one of four Dominican Sisters who founded the
Sisters of Mary, Mother of the Eucharist in 1997. She is also the novice
mistress for vocations. In just 12 years they have grown to 90 sisters! If
you exempt the founding sisters, the average age in the order is 26! As a
teaching order, these sisters provide a tremendous gift to the Church. Sr.
Joseph Andrew is a good example of the prayerful, joyful, dedicated,
vibrant Sisters of Mary, Mother of the Eucharist.

Last week’s bulletin contained a schedule of Sister Joseph Andrew’s
talks. If you missed it, the talks will be at 7:00 pm Sunday, March 15,
Monday, March 16, Tuesday, March 17 as well as at 9:45 am Monday,
March 16 and Tuesday, March 17. All talks will be in Hannan Hall.

As Sister is a teacher at heart, all ages will benefit from her talks. Please
consider making the parish mission as a part of your Lenten preparation
for Easter.

Please remember that March 19™ is the Solemnity of St. Joseph, the Head
of the Holy Family, defender and protector of Jesus and Mary. I include
the following quotations on St. Joseph from various saints.

St. Bernardine of Siena has said in Homily 1 on St. Joseph, Joseph is
called ‘foster father’ but words cannot express the intimate and
mysterious relationship which he actually enjoyed with the Son of God.
In normal circumstances a man becomes a foster father by accident. In
the case of Joseph, however, his is not accidental relationship. Joseph
was created so as to live out this transcendent responsibility. This was
his predestination, the purpose of all the graces which he received.

The life with Jesus is precisely the mystery in which Joseph of Nazareth
‘shared’ like no other human being except Mary, the Mother of the
Incarnate Word. He shared in it with her; he was involved in the same
salvific event, he was the guardian of the same love, through the power
of which the eternal Father ‘destined us to be his sons through Jesus
Christ’ (Ephesians 1:5). (Pope John Paul I, Guardian of the Redeemer,
August 15, 1989, 19)

Joseph is given titles in his Litany that are second only to those of the
Virgin Mary. He is called light of the patriarchs, spouse of the Mother of
God . . ., model of the working man, tribute to the domestic life,
guardian of virgins, consoler of the afflicted, hope of the sick, patron of
the dying, scourge of demons, protector of the Holy Church . . . .

St. Josemaria Escriva states, Love St. Joseph a lot. Love him with all our
soul, because he, together with Jesus, is the person who has most loved
our Blessed Lady and has been closest to God. He is the person who has
most loved God, after our Mother. He deserves your affection, and it will
do you good to get to know him, because he is the Master of the interior
life, and has great power before the Lord and before the Mother of God.
Pray for us, blessed Joseph.
