I walked out of the rectory this morning to find an army of
workers all over our property . It was terrific after all that
bad weather, etc. that have slowed things! Perhaps, it would
be good to give a ‘State of the Parish’ with regards to
construction.

The turnaround behind the school has been paved. If you
recall, VDOT generously allowed us to build them this
turnaround, so their snow trucks can use it in the winter.
Our children will be able to use it as well.

VDOT also wanted us to expand our entrances on Sano
which are in the process of being completed.

The curbs of the new driveway/parking in front of the
church are being poured.

As far as the church vestibule:
1. The plumbing is being done this week.

2. The outside HVAC unit is being moved so the
concrete slab of the vestibule can be poured
next week.

3. The block work for the exterior wall of the
vestibule is in process.

4. The rear wall of the Holy Family shrine has been
removed. It will be replaced with a glass wall, so
families with little children who may need the
vestibule, can still see the Mass. (The vestibule
will also have speakers.)

Again, thank you to everyone for your patience. I must
admit, though, the priests get to see half of the parish every

week after the Masses since we are only using two
entrances/exits.
