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I hope everyone has emailed the Department of Health and Human
Services in support of the existing freedom of conscience policy for
medical personnel. The policy allows for medical personnel to refuse to
participate in the killing of an unborn child be it through abortion, the
morning-after pill, etc. The United States Conference of Catholic
Bishops (USCCB) has encouraged all Catholics to send in their support
for the existing freedom of conscience policy for medical professionals.
The Health and Human Services (HHS) determined in early March to
drop this provision. April 9 is the last day for public comment on the
issue. Obviously, this action by HHS will affect many, many Catholics
who work in the medical field and will not (as they should) compromise
their beliefs on the vital issue of innocent life. Please take time to visit

Please mark your calendars for Holy Week’s liturgies. To get the full
impact of Easter, it is necessary to be a part of the Church’s liturgies
from Holy Thursday to Easter. The Mass of the Lord’s Supper will occur
on Holy Thursday evening. It is the night Jesus gave us the Holy
Eucharist, Himself, and the Priesthood. Following Mass, the altar is
stripped as Our Lord begins His Passion. We will have Adoration of Our
Lord until midnight mindful of Jesus’ words to His Apostles who kept
falling asleep in the Garden, “Can you not watch one hour with Me?”
This year Adoration of Our Lord will take place in the chapel of the Poor
Sisters of St. Joseph.

Good Friday we recall the greatest event in history (coupled with Easter
Sunday) wherein the God-man dies on the Cross for our sins. It is the
one day of the year that a priest is forbidden from offering Mass. The
church is barren. The liturgy that day consists in the Passion Narrative,
Veneration of the Cross and reception of Holy Communion. This year
we will have devotions from 12pm-3pm. At 12:00, 1:00, 2:00 we will
have the Stations of the Cross, the Rosary and the Divine Mercy Chaplet
followed by quiet time for meditation. Also, from 12pm-3pm
Confessions will be heard in following the example of the late Pope

John Paul II.

How often does it happen throughout the year that demands are placed
upon our time by work and other activities? Often we are forced to work
our prayers/Mass around work and these other activities. On Good
Friday, everything else — save necessary works of charity — should
revolve around the times of Jesus’ sufferings on the Cross and the
Passion Liturgy at 3:00 pm. How has it happened in recent years that
Good Friday from 12:00-3:00 is as any other day of the year?!! These
are the three most important hours in the history of the world! If work
needs to be done, perhaps we can go in early or go back to work after
the Good Friday Liturgy. If the children cannot handle being at
church for many hours, a quiet reserved tone can be kept in the
house. T remember growing up in Georgia — Good Friday was
ordinarily a beautiful spring day. We were not allowed out of the
house to play between 12:00-3:00. The house was as quiet as a
house of boys could be. There may have been reading of the
Passion account or reading the life of a saint or just staring at the
clock waiting for 3:00!! Big impact!

Finally, after the barrenness of Good Friday we have the joy,
glory and beauty of Easter that begins with the Easter Vigil on
Holy Saturday night. This Mass is THE MASS of the year for
Catholics.  Easter is the celebration of Jesus’ Resurrection,
triumph over sin and our redemption. The Church’s Liturgy of
2000 years celebrates these truths as only It can. May each of us
take advantage of the opportunity this Holy Week to come close
to Jesus Crucified and Risen!
