I remember when Pope John Paul II visited DC in 1979. My whole
family was there. It was our first time to see the pope and an incredible
experience (even if we saw him drive by)! I later came to understand the
outpouring of love for the Holy Father. He is the successor of St. Peter.
In a sense we can say as we see him, ‘There goes Peter.” Even more so
he is the Vicar of Christ. In a real sense we can say with St. Catherine of
Siena that the pope ‘is our sweet Christ on earth.” As many of us will see
Pope Benedict this week (perhaps only from a street corner), all of the
above can be said of him. As a way to come closer to him, I include
words from this gentle, loving, humble, intellectual Pope. The following
are a few words from Pope Benedict XVI’s first address to the Cardinals
of the Church (the day after his election):

“You are Christ! You are Peter! It seems I am reliving this very Gospel
scene; I, the successor of Peter, repeat with trepidation the anxious words
of the fisherman from Galilee and I listen again with intimate emotion to
the assuring promise of the divine Master. If the weight of the
responsibility that now lies on my poor shoulders is enormous, the divine
power on which I can count is surely immeasurable: ‘You are Peter and
on this rock I will build my Church’. Electing me as the Bishop of
Rome, the Lord wanted me as his Vicar, he wished me to be the rock
upon which everyone may rest with confidence. I ask him to make up for
the poverty of my strength, that I may be a courageous and faithful pastor
of His flock, always docile to the inspirations of His Spirit.”

As has been reported, this Pope, as Pope John Paul II, has a truly human
heart. The shop owners along the little street where he lived as a cardinal
have plenty of stories about then Cardinal Ratzinger, taking his afternoon
walks and stopping to talk with them. Even the stray cats of Rome were
attracted to his gentleness!

While in Rome two weeks ago on pilgrimage with many teens, WABC of
New York interviewed them. Though some of the questions were
directed to seek controversy and/or disappointment over Pope Benedict
XVI (in comparison to Pope John Paul II), the young people continually
reminded the reporter that we love the Pope, every Pope. This Pope is
gentle and always smiling. Yes, there are differences between Pope
Benedict and Pope John Paul. But, each is his own man. And, how fair
and proper is it to compare the two if the Holy Spirit has chosen each one
for a specific time and purpose? (My thoughts) This was the recurring
theme of many of the teens in answer to questions about Pope Benedict
XVI. T hope it gave the reporter food for thought. It definitely made me
smile.

Pope Benedict may be termed by some as ‘controversial’. The reason is
that he would continue the Church’s teachings on faith and morals. One
would expect this of the head of the Roman Catholic Church. The fact
that Pope Benedict has continued to teach clearly the teachings of Christ
and His Church, even to the dislike of some — university students from
the largest university in Rome prevented him from giving a speech (so
much for an exchange of ideas) and Osama bin Laden has decried him
‘an enemy of Islam’ — has been an attractive voice to those seeking the
Truth. For example, at this past Easter Vigil Mass in Rome, Pope
Benedict baptized and received into the Faith THE leading Moslem
journalist in Italy!

Let us remain loyal to Christ by remaining loyal to His Vicar on earth;
for, as St. Catherine termed the Pope, ‘He is our sweet Christ on earth.’
We should also be mindful of St. Ambrose’s words in the 300s, “Where
there is Peter, there is Christ. Where there is Christ, there is the Church.’
