It 

is beautiful.  The Latin adds a simple nobility as well as 

being the official language of the Catholic Church. 

 

May is traditionally dedicated to the Blessed Virgin Mary.  

How is our monthly, weekly, daily devotion to Mary?  As 

Jesus spent most of His daily life, if not all, in the presence of 

His Mother, it behooves us who claim to be His followers, to 

do the same.  Our devotion to the Blessed Mother should be 

as a child to his/her mother – daily.  Perhaps some specific 

devotions to Our Lady are in order: 

 

Can the family make a pilgrimage to a Marian shrine, i.e. 

National Shrine of the Immaculate Conception in D.C.; 

National Grotto of Our Lady of Lourdes in Emmitsburg, 

MD; or, to a local church named for the Blessed Virgin; 

Pray five decades of the Rosary daily or at least on Sunday 

with the family; 

Have a special shrine in the house for Mary; 

Go to Mass on Saturday – in addition to Sunday – as 

Saturdays are dedicated to Mary. 
 

Ask Mary daily how she would react in this situation, or what 

she would say – if anything – to this person, etc.  Thank 

her for her intercession. 

A Hail Mary, Hail Holy Queen, Memorare, Regina Coeli, or 

other Marian prayer while you’re waiting in line.  How 

many would some of us pray every day!
