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Reasons for Devotion to Mary

1. As Christians we strive to follow the example of Jesus Christ in
everything, including love of His Mother.

2. What son is not upset when his mother is ignored?

3. Jesus’ first miracle — changing water into wine at the wedding feast
— was worked because Mary asked Him to do it. In heaven, Mary and
Jesus still have a Mother/Son relationship. Why will Jesus not answer
His Mother’s requests?

4. Since Jesus’ first miracle was worked by His Mother’s intercession,
isn’t this an example of how to ask Him for favors.

5. On the Cross our sins caused Our Lord to suffer as well as His
Mother. Still, she intercedes for you and me!

6. On the Cross Jesus gave His Mother to John as a mother. John
represents all of us. Jesus calls Mary, ‘Woman.” ‘Woman’ is a reference
to Genesis 3:15. Eve — woman — is the mother of all the living. Mary —
woman — is the mother of all the living spiritually.

7. Mary is Jesus’ queen as the queen for the Israelite kings in the Old
Testament was always their mother (see 1 Kings 2:13-20). Jesus, as
King and Messiah, fulfills the kings in the line of David — Davidic kings
— perfectly. He does so in regard to a queen.

8. To Honor Mary and the saints is to honor God their Creator. It is
similar to complimenting a painting — ‘It’s beautiful’. Actually, the
compliment is of the painter.

9. The ‘Hail Mary’ is Scriptural and should be prayed by all Christians
often.

a. Gabriel to Mary: ‘Hail, full of grace the Lord is with you.” The
archangel’s words are God’s words and eternal because He says them.
Therefore, we can/should pray these words to Our Lady often.

b. Elizabeth to Mary: ‘Blessed are you among women and blessed is
the fruit of your womb’ (we add ‘Jesus’). Again, the Gospel says that
Elizabeth is filled with the Holy Spirit when she says these words. They
are the words of God and eternal. Therefore, we can/should pray these
words often to Our Lady.

C. ‘Holy Mary, Mother of God’: This is the truth! Wouldn’t we want
the same to be said of our mothers, i.e. ‘Holy Jane, mother of Joe’

‘Pray for us sinners, now and at the hour of our death’: As we would ask
anyone here on earth to pray for us, shouldn’t we ask the Mother of Jesus
who is in heaven to pray for us?

10. The Rosary is a combination of the Our Father, Hail Mary and
Glory Be. It combines meditative prayer with vocal prayer. The vocal
prayers, particularly the Hail Mary, are little ‘I love yous’ to Our Lord
and Our Lady. They also provide a constant background for meditation
that limits distraction. Meditation is prayer that we must all strive to do
well. It is using our imagination to picture different events of Jesus’ life
and learn from them.

11. Holy Objects dedicated to Our Lord and Our Lady are not
superstitious. They remind us of our love for Jesus and Mary
as well as their love for us. Our Lord has chosen to perform
miracles using them as He performed miracles in Acts when
Peter’s shadow fell upon the sick as well as handkerchiefs that
had been touched to Paul!
