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Today, Pentecost Sunday, we celebrate the birthday of the Church – 

Catholic Church.  We read in the Acts of the Apostles of today’s Mass 

that the Holy Spirit came down upon the Apostles in the form of tongues 

of fire.  It was the great Gift that Jesus had promised many times to the 

Apostles in John’s Gospel chapters 14-17.  Jesus founded the Church 

upon Peter and the Apostles as evidenced in Matthew 16:18-20: “Thou 

art rock and upon this rock I will build my Church.  And the gates of hell 

will not prevail against it.  I will give you the keys of the kingdom; 

whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven; whatever you loose 

on earth will be loosed in heaven.”  Until the coming of the Holy Spirit, 

the Church was, in a sense, in the womb – though visible in the world in 

the Blessed Mother, Apostles and disciples of Jesus.  Pentecost is the 

birth of the Church when the Apostles are given the seven-fold gifts of 

the Paraclete to go forth and spread the Faith throughout the world. 

 

Jesus tells the Apostles in Jn 16: 7-8:  “It is better for you that I go.  If  I 

fail to go, the Paraclete will never come to you, whereas if I go, I will 

send Him to you.”  Our Savior goes on to say in verses 12-13, “I have 

much more to tell you, but you cannot bear it now.  When He comes, 

however, He will guide you to all truth.”  After the Apostles receive the 

Holy Spirit, they evidence a greater understanding and knowledge of 

divine truths as well as a heroic virtue.  All we need to do is read the Acts 

of the Apostles – often termed the Gospel of the Holy Spirit – to see how 

these uneducated men speak with incredible insight and courage about 

Jesus and His teachings. 

 

We should notice that Our Lord did not say to the Apostles that He 

would keep them from sin – He didn’t do that with Judas or Peter or any 

of the others.  What He promises to the Apostles is the whole truth and 

nothing but the truth until the end of time.  The Truth that Jesus gives 

with the Holy Spirit to the Apostles is not lost with the death of the last 

Apostle, John.  What sense would it have made for Jesus to establish a 

church, promise the gates of hell would not prevail against it, and then 

allow that church to fall away from His Truth?  In doing so, the Church 

that Jesus founded and said He would be with until the end of time, 

would not be doing His work, but the Devil’s! 

                             

Why can’t Our Lord do the same – or similar – with us?  He can.  He is 

all-powerful.  However, we must cooperate with His grace and, in 

particular, the Holy Spirit’s Seven Gifts: Wisdom, Understanding, 

Counsel, Knowledge, Fortitude, Fear of the Lord and Piety.  These are 

gifts that we cannot cause God to give us.  However, we can ask for them 

and prepare to receive them.  In order to do so, we must know what the 

Gifts of the Holy Spirit are so as to know the circumstances when to ask 

for each one. 

 

May we thank Our Lord for the gift of the Catholic Church guided by the 

Holy Spirit throughout the ages.  May we ask for and put into practice the 

Gifts of the Holy Spirit so that we, like the Apostles, may lead many to 

Him.
