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As our adult choir and children’s choir adjourn for the summer, I
would like to thank them for their dedication over the year.
Under the direction of Mr. Don Cotton, our choirs consistently
provide liturgical music that helps one to pray. Thank you again!

Today is a tremendous feast in the Church, Corpus Christi, or The
Body and Blood of Christ! It causes us to reflect on the awesome
gift of Jesus really, truly and substantially present in the Holy
Eucharist.

The Catholic Faith has always believed and taught that the Holy
Eucharist is Jesus as He exists in heaven. How could we expect
the Church Jesus founded to teach other than He taught? In
John’s Gospel, chapter 6, Jesus says six times you must eat my
flesh and drink my blood. At the Last Supper, He speaks clearly
to the Apostles when He changes the bread and wine into His
Body and Blood: “Take this all of you and eat it. This is My
Body. . . Take this all of you and drink from it. This is the cup of
My Blood.” Our Lord intended for the Eucharist to be given
throughout history when he told the Apostles to “Do this in
memory of Me;” hence, the power of the priest to offer Mass and
consecrate bread and wine into the Body and Blood of Jesus
Christ.

The feast of Corpus Christi was not established until 1264 by
Pope Urban. He established the feast after a miraculous event
involving a very young priest. Outside the town of Orvieto, Italy
(north of Rome), a Fr. Peter had temptations against belief in the
Real Presence. During Mass he implored Our Lord to give him a
deeper faith, even to show him Jesus’ Real Presence in the
Eucharist. As Fr. Peter held up the Host at the Consecration of
the Mass, the Host began to bleed. The drops of blood fell onto
the white cloth upon which Mass is said. Jesus had indeed heard
Fr. Peter’s prayer!

As it turned out, the Pope was in the nearby town of Orvieto.
When he learned of the miracle, the Pope left the town and found
Fr. Peter carrying the blood-soaked cloth en route to Orvieto to
show him. The Pope fell upon his knees before the miracle. They
returned to Orvieto whence Pope Urban announced the feast of
Corpus Christi. The townspeople soon began the practice of
carrying the Eucharistic Miracle throughout the town. The
Eucharistic Procession of Corpus Christi has occurred in Orvieto
every year since 1264. But, it has spread throughout the globe!

As we process with Jesus in the Eucharist after the 12:00 Mass
today, may we renew our belief in Jesus’ Real Presence in the
Holy Eucharist. May we renew our reverence for Him in the
tabernacle in church. As we receive Him in Holy Communion,
may we take Him into the world by our Christian lives and words
of truth.

My Jesus, I believe, I adore, I hope and I love You. I ask pardon
for all those who do not adore, believe, hope and love You.

My Jesus, I wish to receive You with the purity, humility and
devotion with which Your Blessed Mother received You; with the
spirit and fervor of the saints!
