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The spiritual fathers of the parish wish all the men of the parish a 

Happy Fathers’ Day.  Every man is called to be a father, 

spiritually, and many, physically.  Therefore, every man is called 

to image God the Father in his fatherhood.  Every man is given 

various gifts in his masculinity as participation in the Fatherhood 

of God.  Yet, there are basic virtues that must be there in a father.  

A few I wish to mention today.  (Though the following focuses on 

physical fathers, the application can be made to spiritual fathers 

easily.) 

 

Pope John Paul II said that his father was his example of how to 

pray.  (Recall that Pope John Paul’s mother died when he was 8 

years old.)  A father, as the image of God the Father, must be one 

who humbles himself before God in prayer.  The more a father is 

united with God the Father, the better father he will be.  In some 

cultures, the spiritual/prayerful is left to the mother.  But, the 

father, as father, is the spiritual head of the family who should 

guide his family to God, especially in prayer.  Yes, a mother’s 

prayer and example are powerful.  Nevertheless, this does not 

exempt the father from his role as spiritual head of the family. 

 

I was once told by a wife and mother that the greatest example her 

husband could give to their children was to love her well.  True.  

A father, if he is going to be a good father, must love his wife first 

after God.  He teaches his sons how they must respect and care 

for women in their dignity as created by God.  He also teaches his 

daughters how they must demand love and respect from men 

rather than lower themselves to the fads/ways of the world. 

 

A father (and mother) is called to love his sons and daughters 

wholly as persons.  He must provide for the physical, spiritual and 

emotional needs of his children.  Most fathers are very 

conscientious as to the physical welfare of their children making 

many unseen sacrifices daily.  At times, there can be a struggle 

for a father to engage in the spiritual/moral and emotional needs 

of a son or daughter.  Yes, women seem to gravitate to the 

spiritual and emotional easier than men.  However, it is necessary 

that a father as a man involve himself in the spiritual/moral and 

emotional lives of his children.  There is a reason God created 

Adam and Eve, a husband and a wife, a father and a mother.  The 

spiritual/moral guidance of a father is huge for a son/daughter.  In 

a society that can undermine the guiding role of parents, it is not 

society that answers to God for how a son/daughter was raised!  

In addition, a father in his masculinity provides emotional growth 

and strength to his sons/daughters in a different way than his wife 

provides.  The two are complementary.  There are two very good 

resources to help parents, especially fathers, love their children 

well emotionally: The Five Love Languages of Teenagers by Gary 

Chapman and The Temperament God Gave You by Art and 

Lorraine Bennett. 

 

Today, we thank God for our fathers.  We pray for them that they 

may always be examples of God the Father.
