Lecturer’s Reflection

Believing in Christ’s Power over Evil

The struggle goes on against the Spirit of Evil, known
as Beelzebul. Do not fear. By whatever name man may
insult you, your innocence, your faith, and your piety will
yet be revealed, not only at the Last Judgment but also
in this present life. Virtue is, as it were, smothered by
the smoke of envy and malice, but in the end, it catches
fire and bursts into the flame of truth, glorifying the just
man. This is what Jesus has told us.

Saint Jerome comments: What you know in a mystery
you must show forth in all its fullness; what you have
learnt in secret, tell and repeat aloud. What | have
taught you in one corner of the earth, Judea, announce
freely and boldly throughout the world. And do not be
afraid of those who can kill the body but cannot touch
the soul. Your persecutors may threaten you with death
but let not the fear of this draw you away from my faith
and my commandments; do not be persuaded to do
anything unworthy of you, and of me. Itis the soul’s hell
that you must fear, not the hell of the body.
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And is Providence not always with us? Two sparrows
are not worth very much, and who can count the hairs
on your head? But the Lord cares for the Sparrows and
counts the hairs on your head. Will he not also care for
our souls, our life itself? So there is nothing to fear, for
nothing can happen to us without our Father knowing.
The Lord is the Creator of the Sparrows, but to us he is
even more: he is our Father. Oh, what consolation there
is in this doctrine!
